Dear Parents/Guardians,

Rules on the Use of Mobile Phones

Mobile phones have become popular and fashionable because it eases communication.
However, possessing a mobile phone during school hours is a distraction because it does not
enhance learning. Students often lose their mobile phones due to their carelessness and negligence.
At school we do not encourage students to bring their mobile phones since they are too tempting
and attractive.

In order to strengthen the management of school discipline and to prevent the use of mobile
phones during lessons, and to avoid an adverse impact on studies, all students who need to bring
mobile phones to school must fill in the application form printed in the Student Handbook and
return it to their class teachers to seek the final approval from the School Disciplinary and
Counselling Department.

Students with school approval must hand in their mobile phones to their class teachers during
the class teacher session. The mobile phones will then be placed in the school office and returned by
their class teachers after school. Students without prior approval are definitely not permitted to
bring or use mobile phones during school time or they will risk punishment resulting in their phones
being confiscated. Parents would be informed to collect the confiscated mobile phones. If parents
are unavailable, their mobile phones will be returned only after seven days.

If students with prior approval fail to submit their mobile phones to their class teachers for
three times, they will be deprived of their right to bring mobile phones to school.
