1.  Secondary One Discretionary Place Application Forms

‘Application Form for S1 Discretionary Place’ issued by the
Education Bureau (blue and green in colour). Parents should
follow the procedures below in submitting the Application
Form:

(i) Fill in the name of the secondary school to apply to in the space
provided in all four parts of the Application Form based on the
preference.

(i) Detach the part containing the Order of School Preference for
retention and record (Students are not required to indicate their
order of preference to the schools they apply to). The other three
parts should be kept intact.

(iii) Submit the EDB’s Copy, School’s Copy and Parent’s Copy that
bear the same Application Number (with all three parts intact) to
the school office direct”, together with the related documents
required.

# For parents registered as SSPA e-Platform users and bound their
account with “iAM Smart+”, apart from the paper Application
Form, they may also choose to submit DP applications via the SSPA
e-Platform.

(iv) Produce the original of the student applicant’s identity document

for checking by the school.

(v) In the end, receive from the school the Parent’s Copy bearing the

school chop, school name and school code for retention and

record.
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(b)  Copies of school reports for Primary 5 and half-yearly report for
Primary 6, together with discipline records, awards or prizes and
certificates or records for extra-curricular activities and
community services, if any;

(c)  Acopy of the student’s Hong Kong Identity Card;

(d) A copy of the student’s passport with the personal particulars’
page and the page with the entry stamp affixed by the
Immigration Department (for newly arrived students only);

(e) A self-addressed stamped ($2.2) envelope.
